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Baldock Beast Multierrain Half Marathon

1. Starting in Wallington Road, Baldock, this is a testing course over loadsgravel track,
grasgrack and a mud track througihees. Wallington Road is a redundant roadway where the left

side is maintained as a footpath/cycleway and an equal width on the right has been allowed to break
up and isa loosegravel track over hard earth. It is a narrow track on which to start lfD®

runners and immediately curves gently to the left. This curve must be coned and taped to prevent
entry to runners as the grass has not been measured.

2. Due to a change in the calibration of the measuring bicycle during the measure the marked
Start/Firish is inaccurate and should be moved backwards 5 yards as shown on the sketchmap
above, the runners following the red route line off to the right.

3. After approximately 400 Yards, a gate is reached,
(to be open on race day). This leads onto a wide, wholl
loose gravelcycleway(see image ) which leads up to a
footbridge over the Bypass and down the other side to
rejoin Wallington Road, in the same configuration as before,
by turningacutelyleft. There is a curved path over the

grass to make this turnasierand this has been measured.
The left hand side of this path should be coned and taped as
any attempt to ease the corner further would take the
runner into very rough terrain. It would also be taking a
shortcut! (See image overleaf.)

4. ProceedalongWallington Road The 1 Mile point is
reached 25 Yards before gate marking the end of the
cycleway (See image overlepind a right turn is made onto
the B696 which is the nepart of Wallington Road. Although the full width of the road has been
measured runners should be encouraged to use only the left hand side of the road as this is
possibly the busiest stretch of road on the course and certainly that with the fastest traffic.
