Leave the village square via the churchyard, turn right to
reach the stile in the corner.

Cross over the stile and follow the waymarked path which
cuts diagonally across the field.

On reaching the headland track, follow the path, keeping
the ditch on your left.

Follow the track, passing the footbridge on your left, to
reach the junction of the headland path and a farm track.

Turn left and follow the track to Mark Farm, passing through
the farmyard and onwards to Mark road.

At Mark Road, turn right and follow the path to Packards.

Turn left onto the downhill grass track, keeping the hedge
and the powerlines to your left to reach Packards Grove.

Follow the waymarked path to cross the footbridge over
Bradwell Brook.

Bordering Bradwell Brook to your left is the 10 acre
Bradwell Brook Nature Reserve, managed by the Essex
Wildlife Trust. If you would like to visit the reserve, please
contact the Wardens on 01621 776241 before setting off.

Follow the crossfield path ahead and follow the powerlines
to reach a stile on the corner of the woodland.

Follow the path inside the edge of the woodland to cross a
footbridge at the far end, and follow the crossfield path
indicated by the waymarker.

Enter the field ahead of you and follow the headland path,
keeping the fence and hedge to your right until you reach
Maldon Road.

From here, either turn right to reach Bradwell-on-Sea, or
turn left and left again to follow the road back to Tillingham.
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
