Stadium is the only Olympic venue in the Midlands

The City of Coventry
Stadium will host a total of 12
matches for the London 2012
Olympic Football tournament
culminating in a women’s
bronze medal match on 9
August 2012.

Featuring 16 men’s and 12
women’s teams, the Olympic
Football tournament kicks off
two days before the Opening
Ceremony in London. Coventry
will host the first Olympic events
in England on 25 July 2012.

The football used during
London 2012 is named
‘The Albert’ after the
cockney rhyming slang for
ball - ‘Albert Hall’ - which is
also one of London’s most
iconic landmarks.

Live Sites are a network of
22 BBC Big Screens across
the UK which broadcast
news, sporting fixtures, local
film projects and also provide
a setting for local events to
take place around the screen.

During the Games, the Live
Sites will show live screenings
of Olympic and Paralympic
sports and will provide an
exceptional atmosphere to
enjoy London 2012.

Coventry's Live Site big
screen is located in the wall of
the Coventry Transport
Museum at Millennium Place
and screens content for 18
hours a day.
