The city centre is packed
with opportunities to pick up
the latest high street fashion.
Begin your quest at Kirkgate
Shopping Centre with some
serious clothes hunting
around the likes of Primark
and River Island. Then trip
around the block to the
spacious and airy Forster
Square development and
check out legendary names
such as Outfit and Next.

But it’s not all about big

name stores. Far from it.
Bradford offers a vibrant
independent shopping

experience just waiting to
be explored, with a vast
selection of one-off outlets
including Bombay Stores
on Shearbridge Road - the
UK's largest Asian
department store. This
magnificent shop draws
crowds from across the
UK, and you’ll adore the
lavish fabrics, stunning
complete wedding outfits,
gleaming jewellery and
dainty shoes. Be sure to
visit the haberdashery
where you can browse to
your heart’s content
amongst the magical
Bollywood music, colourful
children’s clothes and
quality cosmetics.

You can also pick up saris,
fine fabrics, designer clothes
and everyday outfits from
stores across the city. In
fact, whatever you style
and whatever your budget,
you'll discover bags of
opportunity in areas such
as Leeds Road and White
Abbey Road.
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But don’t miss the smaller,
intriguing shops along the
way. Take a few moments
to dig around and you’ll

be rewarded with some
exciting finds. Whether it's
traditional hand paints and
henna make up, unique
jewellery or exotic foods
from Asian grocers and
supermarkets, Bradford
will surprise and delight.

And no visit to this city
would be complete without
calling in at one of the
traditional markets. At the
Oastler Shopping Centre you
can snap up the freshest
food and the finest local
produce straight from the
farms. Or for fashion items,
spend time exploring the
famous Kirkgate Market.

And when you're in
the city centre, keep an eye
out for one of the regular
continental markets

TOWNS

If you can spare a few
hours, why not venture a
little further afield? You'll
discover some spectacular
Dales countryside,
gorgeous Yorkshire
villages, historic houses
and plenty of surprises.

Let’s begin with the
UNESCO World Heritage
Site of Saltaire, just a few
miles from the centre of
Bradford. Amble through
this perfectly preserved
Victorian model village
built by Sir Titus Salt for
the workers at his
magnificent mill which
dominates the village.
Then take a little time to
enjoy the Mill's 1853
Gallery - home to one of
the world’s largest
collections by Bradford
artist David Hockney.

And if you visit in September,

be sure to join in the ever
popular Saltaire Festival.
It's a feast of arts, live
music, markets, street
performances and dances.
You'll love the Saltaire
Arts Trail too, with its

magical Open Houses
event where homes are
transformed into galleries
featuring the finest
Yorkshire art

and craftworks.

Take a short drive from
Bradford and you’ll soon
enter Bronté Country and
the historic village of
Haworth. Admire the
charming Main Street with
its huddle of fascinating
shops, cafes, restaurants
and pubs. Then pay
homage to the world
famous Bronté Parsonage
Museum - as the original
home of the famous literary
family, it's been lovingly
preserved and packed with
personal possessions.

Feeling nostalgic? Book
your passage on the
Keighley & Worth Valley
Railway - one of the most
romantic ways to admire
the rolling hills, moors and
dales. This steam railway
runs from Keighley to
Oxenhope and
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passes Oakworth Station,
the location used for the
1970’s film classic

‘The Railway Children’.

And be sure to take a
self-guided walk in the
magnificent countryside
of the Pennine moorland
around Keighley, where you
can explore Top Withens
- thought to be the
inspiration for the classic
novel Wuthering Heights.

Of course no visit would be
complete without a trip to
Itkley Moor in Wharfedale.
Here, at the gateway to
the Dales, you can enjoy a
glorious ramble rounded
off with a hearty Yorkshire
tea at the former spa town
of Itkley. With wonderful
hotels, restaurants, bars and
boutiques - not to mention
the panoramic views of
Itkley Moor itself - ILkley is
a true Yorkshire gem.
